STEERING GEAR.—THE early canoes were steered by means
of the paddle ; when sailing this was either trailed astern or
rested against a little crutch on the quarter. The first im-
provement on this consisted of a rudder, fitted with hand

.- the upper part of a wooden rod,
Q.g'—-) to the lower part of which rod
the stretcher is fastened. By

means of shallow holes in the
top of the keel and through a fore and aft chock fitted
under the deck, this can be adjusted to suit various lengths
of leg, and can be readily removed when not wanted
or when it is necessary to stow something forward of
it. ‘The heels rest against the fixed stretcher, and the
distal portions of the feet against the movable spindle.
The rudder-lines pass, from the ends of the spindle, along
each side of the well and through small brass hook fair-
leads on the edge of the after-coaming over the after-deck
to the rudder-head. The rudder-lines can be adjusted by
means of little metal tennis-net cleats or similar device,
